22 South Road, East Hartland, CT 06027
Regular Meeting Minutes
Wednesday ~ August 14, 2024 ~ 7:00 P.M.

Commission Members: Chair Enos (Steve) Stevens, Vice Chair Chuck Constable, Kim Burkhart, Tom Daukas, Margaret (Peggy) Kawa, and Brian Kershaw
Others in Attendance: Wetlands Enforcement Officer Scott Eisenlohr, Hartland Land Trust Co-Presidents Susan Pearson and Fred Jones, Craig and Alison Wellman, Second Selectman Scott Levan, and Jim Skaret
I. The Hartland Inland Wetlands Commission meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm by Chair Enos (Steve) Stevens. Commission Members and Others in Attendance listed above were verbally confirmed by Chair Enos (Steve) Stevens.
II. The minutes from July 10, 2024 regular meeting were reviewed. Chair Enos (Steve) Stevens made a motion to accept the minutes as written. Tom Daukas seconded the motion. Kim Burkhart and Margaret (Peggy) Kawa abstained. Motion carried.
III. Old Business
A. Hartland Land Trust – Co-Presidents Susan Pearson and Fred Jones – 61 Riverton Road – WKL Construction will do the work and access the property from an access road. Commission Member Kim Burkhart informed the applicant that property abutters need to be notified by certified letter regarding the work to be completed. A surveyor needs to be hired to determine the property line since pins are missing. CHAIR ENOS (STEVE) STEVENS MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE INLAND WETLANDS APPLICATION #IWC-2024-05 WITH THE TWELVE STANDARD CONDITIONS. VICE CHAIR CHUCK CONSTABLE SECONDED THE MOTION. MOTION CARRIED.
IV. New Business
A. 49 Pinehurst, West Hartland – Craig and Alison Wellman - Addition to front of cottage to expand kitchen – The addition will be 78” from the water and will be placed on columns like the rest of the cottage. Wetlands Enforcement Officer Scott Eisenlohr will send a letter to the building inspector. This application will have minimal impact. Enos (Steve) Stevens made a motion for this application to be a Wetlands Agent Approval. Margaret (Peggy) Kawa seconded the motion. Motion carried.
V. Other Business
A. 532 Hogback, West Hartland – Ryan Sheehan (TD) – WEO Scott Eisenlohr spoke with the Town Attorney about liens not easements on the property. WEO Scott Eisenlohr will research wetland fines applicable to this property.
B. Hartland Pond – Muck Mats – no letters have been received from the DEEP, Hartland Pond Association, or the Conservation District. Commission members discussed the possibility of needing a letter from the Hartland Pond Association if they approve of having residents install the mats thus placing the responsibility to the Hartland Pond Association and not the Wetlands Commission.
VI. Violations
A. Former Bakken Property - North Hollow Rd., East Hartland – Michael Renzullo – WEO Scott Eisenlohr will be sending a certified letter to Mr. Renzullo this week regarding Wetlands permit expiration. A copy of the letter will be placed in the file.
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VI. Violations (CONTINUED)
B. 30 Skaret Road – Jim Skaret – WEO Scott Eisenlohr provided a packet for the Commission members with a letter from the Building Inspector and the permits issued with feedback. Work that has been completed is in the regulated area. No permit has been issued and Mr. Skaret stated that he will be putting siding on the shed and will not build on anymore. WEO Scott Eisenlohr suggested for Planning & Zoning and the Wetlands Commission to walk the property. 
C. 60 North Hollow Road, East Hartland - Edgardo Mejias & Leticia Colon –The mailbox is on the road and receiving mail. WEO Scott Eisenlohr will issue a Cease & Desist on the property.
VII. Wetlands Agent Report
A. 265 Center St., West Hartland – Darrel Pecott (TD) – WEO Scott Eisenlohr with First Selectman Magi Winslow to propose suing Mr. Pecott to gain access to the property. No restoration has taken place.
VIII. Wetlands Agent Approval
A. 27 Center Street, West Hartland, Greg & Joan Makowski – The pond maintenance is almost completed.
IX. Other Items
A. Camp Alice Merritt Pond – The Town would need a permit and hire a licensed individual for pond herbicide treatment.
B. Recording Secretary Connie Irwin updated the Commission on audio recording of meetings and will submit the appropriate paperwork to the State Library.
X. Enos (Steve) Stevens made a motion to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the Hartland Inland Wetlands Commission held on Wednesday, August 14, 2024 at 9:03 p.m. Margaret (Peggy) Kawa seconded the motion. Motion carried. The next Hartland Inland Wetlands Commission meeting will be on Wednesday, September 11, 2024 at 7:00 pm.
